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                                   ADVERSE  WEATHER  POLICY

&  GUIDELINES
RATIONALE

· There are specific adverse weather conditions that all students are to be safe/protected from, particularly during out of class times at either recess and/or lunch times. 

· Adverse weather conditions may occur during summer – excessive heat, prolonged heat wave, cyclonic (wind and rain), and Winter – wet days, strong winds (Gale force) and other weather as determined by the Weather Bureau.

PURPOSE

· To ensure that all staff know their ‘Duty of Care’ responsibilities during adverse weather conditions.
· To ensure that all students are safe/protected from the effects of adverse weather.

PROCEDURES
· Prior to a Recess and/or Lunch break, a PA announcement would be made by Admin requiring students to be kept safe from adverse weather.

· The normal duty roster will be suspended. 

· Students will be kept within classrooms.

· Students are to take part in passive activities within the classroom.

· Classrooms are to pair together, so that one teacher supervises two classrooms, whilst the other can take shortened break. This arrangement would swap over at an agreed time to give each staff member an equal break.

· Specialist teachers will support classroom teachers as listed below:
· If the weather improves, Admin will signal through PA that the students can be released and the normal duty timetable would continue.

· If adverse weather is likely to occur or does occur during a recess or lunch break the teachers on duty are to blow their whistles and move students to assemble within the following areas: 

Undercover area (Yr 3-6) 
External Undercover areas – Yr 2

External Undercover areas and Internal Wet Area – Yr 1 

In Class- K/PP

Duty teachers are to supervise from these points.

·  If weather persists then classroom teachers may be asked to take over supervision of students within pairings of classrooms as outlined above. Admin will signal through PA if this is to occur.
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
